   Good morning, and welcome! As we continue our Advent journey, we 
pause once again to prepare our hearts for the coming of Christ. Advent 
invites us not only to look back to the manger, but also forward with 
expectation—to remember what God has done and to trust what He has 
promised to do.  
   Today we light the Candle of Faith, which is not part of the traditional 
Advent arrangement, but one we have chosen intentionally. God’s great 
love for us gives birth to hope, and it is our faith in that hope that 
sustains us as we wait.
