   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! We are grateful you have chosen to be with 
us today as we gather to worship our Lord. Each time we come together may 
we be reminded of the beauty of God’s family—prayers lifted, burdens 
shared, and encouragement received in His name. It is in these moments of 
worship and fellowship that our faith is renewed and our hearts are lifted 
closer to Him. 
   Today we continue in Acts 8:14–17, There, by the laying on of hands, the 
new believers received the Holy Spirit. This passage reminds us of the 
unique role of the apostles in the early church, but it also points us to the 
greater truth—that the Spirit of God is not bound or limited, but freely given 
by the Lord to all who believe. As we reflect on this together, may our 
worship glorify Him, deepen our understanding, and fill us with gratitude 
for the Spirit’s presence in our lives.
