   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and it is so good to be back with you! There is a special 
joy in gathering again as a church family—lifting our voices in worship, 
sharing in prayer, and opening the Word of God together. I am grateful for 
this congregation and for the steady faithfulness with which we live our 
lives together in Christ. 
   Today we return to Acts 11 and consider the deeper meaning of believing 
in Jesus. In this chapter, we see that true belief is more than agreement—it is 
a turning of the heart. God grants repentance that leads to life, and with that 
new life comes the gift of the Holy Spirit.
