   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! I am delighted you’re here as we gather to 
worship our gracious God together. Each Sunday gives us the gift of time—
to pause from the week’s noise, to be still before the Lord, and to find 
renewal in His presence. I hope you recognize what a blessing it is to walk 
together as a family of faith, learning, growing, and encouraging one 
another along the way. 
Today we turn to Acts 9:10–19, where God calls a man named Ananias to 
an unexpected task—go to Saul, the church’s fiercest persecutor, and lay 
hands on him so that he might regain his sight. It was an act of faith and 
obedience that changed the course of history. Through Ananias, we see that 
real power is found not in great deeds or loud voices, but in humble 
obedience to God’s direction. May today’s worship remind us that when we 
trust and obey, God works through us in ways far greater than we could ever 
imagine.
