Minister’s Corner 
   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! I am grateful to be in this gathering today as 
we come to worship our faithful and gracious God. This Sunday, as every 
Sunday, offers us the opportunity to pause, to reflect, and to be reminded 
that the Lord is always at work—guiding us and unfolding His purposes in 
ways that often stretch our understanding. May this time of worship draw 
our hearts closer to Him and strengthen our trust in His leading. 
   Today we find ourselves in Acts 11:1–17. In this passage, Peter recounts 
how God worked among the Gentiles, explaining that what God has done 
cannot be questioned or undone by human opinion. The same Spirit who fell 
on the apostles at the beginning was given to all who believed, showing 
clearly that salvation is God’s work from start to finish. May our hearts be 
open to the truth that God’s grace reaches farther than we expect and that 
His plans are always wiser than our own.
