Minister’s Corner 
   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! I am grateful to gather, this morning, as a 
church family to worship our faithful and sovereign God. Each week we are 
reminded that no matter what is happening in our world, the Lord remains 
on His throne—unchanging, all-knowing, and fully in control. I hope it 
brings you comfort to begin our time together anchored in that truth. 
   Today we turn to Acts 12 and reflect on a powerful theme: God’s 
sovereignty over governments. In this chapter, King Herod exerts his 
authority, persecutes the church, and appears to hold power over life and 
death. Yet behind the scenes—and ultimately in plain sight—it is God who 
rules. James is martyred, Peter is delivered, and Herod himself faces 
judgment. The message is clear: earthly rulers rise and fall, but the purposes 
of God stand firm. As we worship today, may our hearts rest in the 
confidence that no power can thwart His will, atomic bombs, or not.
