Minister’s Corner 
   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! Today we give thanks to God for the 
blessing of fathers who have shaped our lives through love, sacrifice, 
guidance, and faithful examples. On Father’s Day, we give thanks for all 
fathers, grandfathers, stepfathers, spiritual fathers, and all the men who have 
poured wisdom, protection, and encouragement into the lives of others.  
   This morning we turn to Ephesians 6:1–4, for our sermon, where God 
speaks both to children and to fathers. In these verses, we are reminded that 
the home is one of the first and most powerful places where faith is formed. 
Fathers are called to not provoke their children to anger, but to “bring them 
up in the discipline and instruction of the Lord.” That is a high and holy 
calling. In a world where parenting can easily swing between harshness and 
passivity, God calls fathers to something better: strength shaped by love, 
correction guided by wisdom, and leadership rooted in Christ. As we 
worship today, may we give thanks for the faithful men God has placed in 
our lives, and may all of us be encouraged to build homes and relationships 
that reflect the grace and truth of our heavenly Father, Who, alone, is the 
standard of true fatherhood.
