   Good morning, and welcome! It is so good to be together today as we 
gather to honor our God in worship. Each Sunday brings us the joy of 
lifting our voices together, encouraging one another, and being reminded 
of the Lord’s presence in every part of our lives. What a blessing it is to 
be part of His family and to share in the hope we have in Christ. 
   Today we continue our journey through Acts with the story of Philip 
and the Ethiopian official in Acts 8:26–40.
