Minister’s Corner 
   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning and thank you for being with us this morning. What is your 
goal today? In this worship service? What is the one thing that coming true 
will make you say, “it was worth coming.”? Is it the songs? Is it 
communion? Is it the sermon? Is it the people? On the flip side, what is it 
that it would make you say, “it wasn’t worth coming,” or “it wasn’t worth 
the drive”? My prayer is that your answer in both cases is “nothing.” Why 
do I say that? Because I think those questions only apply in a consumer type 
of mindset while in the mindset infused by Jesus into His disciples, I see a 
different purpose. That of being the blessing. That of being the very thing 
that would make it “worth it.” My prayer is that you’ve come here today to 
love those you come in contact with. To let God touch them through you 
with comfort, with a kind word of encouragement, with a hug, or whatever 
would give you a sense of worth, a sense of being appreciated. That in itself 
is worship more than all the songs we sing or the prayers we say.
