Minister’s Corner 
   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! I am grateful you are here as we gather to 
worship our Lord together. Each Sunday is an opportunity to be reminded of 
God’s grace, to be encouraged by His Word, and to grow together as a 
family of faith. As we lift our voices in praise and open the Scriptures, I 
pray our hearts are prepared to hear what God desires to teach us. 
   Today our focus is on baptism—one of the most meaningful moments in 
the life of a believer. In baptism, we see both God’s promise and our 
response: a picture of dying to the old life and being raised to walk in 
newness of life in Christ. It is a moment that declares faith, obedience, and 
trust in the saving work of Jesus. As we reflect on this important subject, I 
pray our worship will deepen our understanding of God’s grace and remind 
us of the new life we have been given through Him.
