   Shalom aleikhem!  עֲלֵיכֶםשָׁלוֹם  Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! Today we gather to celebrate Palm 
Sunday—the beginning of the final week of Jesus’ earthly ministry and a 
moment filled with both joy and deep reflection. As Jesus entered 
Jerusalem, the crowds welcomed Him with palm branches and shouts of 
praise, recognizing Him as King. It was a moment of celebration, hope, 
and expectation, as the people looked forward to what God was about to 
do. 
   Yet Palm Sunday also reminds us how quickly circumstances and 
hearts can change. The same city that welcomed Him with praise would 
soon call for His crucifixion. Even so, Jesus entered Jerusalem knowing 
exactly what lay ahead. He came not to claim an earthly throne, but to 
offer Himself in love for the salvation of the world. As we begin this 
Holy Week, may we reflect on the humility of our King, the depth of His 
love, and the sacrifice He willingly made for us.
