   Shalom aleikhem! שָׁלוֹם עֲלֵיכֶם Peace be upon you! 
   Good morning, and welcome! As we gather for worship this Lord's Day, 
we do so during a weekend when our nation celebrates Independence Day. 
We are thankful for the many freedoms we enjoy and for those who have 
sacrificed to preserve them. At the same time, we are reminded that every 
earthly blessing ultimately points us to the Giver of all good gifts. As 
Christians, we are called to be grateful citizens while remembering that our 
highest allegiance is to the kingdom of God and to the Lord Jesus Christ. 
   This morning we continue our journey through Acts 15, where the early 
church wrestles with one of the most important questions in its history: 
What is the basis of our acceptance before God? The answer given by the 
apostles is as liberating today as it was then. We are not saved by human 
achievement, religious performance, or the burden of earning God's favor. 
We are saved by His grace through Jesus Christ. That is the greatest 
freedom anyone can ever know—a freedom that no government can grant 
and no earthly power can take away. As we worship today, may our hearts 
be filled with gratitude for the freedoms we enjoy as a nation, but even more 
for the eternal freedom we have in Christ.
