   Good morning and although we are gathered an hour earlier than 
usual, I hope you have had enough rest during the night, and you feel 
refreshed and ready to also be recharged spiritually. Being part of a 
small congregation however is no picnic when it comes to spiritual 
renewal and recharging. In large congregations is often easier to get 
“pumped up” emotionally by the larger crowd, the music and energy 
overall. In a small congregation however, you are forced to plug in to 
God and there is not a lot of room for fuzzy feelings gathered from 
the crowd. Actually, you have to be so well plugged into God that all 
the usual distractions (kids, flat singing, lack of energy) will not drain 
you even of what energy you have left.
